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From I-65:
Take I-565 E via Exit 340 toward Huntsville.
Take US — 431 S/ Governors Drive Exit.
Stay straight onto US - 431 S / Governors Drive for approximatley 9 miles.
Turn Left onto Old Highway 431 / Eastern Bypass.

Go approximately 4 miles to McMullen Cove
Information Center on Right.

From South Huntsville:

Take Airport Road / Carl T. Jones Drive

Left on Cecil Asburn Drive, over the mountain.

Cross US —431S, go approximately 4 miles to McMullen Cove
Information Center on Right.
